Apollo Blast-Off

making the trip at the invitation of the
National Aeronautics and Space Adminis-
tration (NASA).

The opportunity came their way be-
cause the teen-agers were 1969 winners
at a Youth Science Congress sponsored
by NASA and the National Science
Teachers Association last spring at Hamp-
ton, Va,

At the congress, 17-year-old Derek pre-
sented a paper-on how drag affects rocket
flights. George, 16, spoke on how to build
a perfect laser. Both are former winners
at the regional science fair in Louisville.

The tecn-age scientists have never wit-
nessed a space launch at the Cape and
plan to photograph the take-off. Derek
will take pictures for his school news-
paper and magazine, and George will
borrow some camera equipment from
Country Day, including a telephoto lens.

At Cape Kennedy the students will see
the launch, scheduled for Friday morning,
and tour the facilities at the base. They
will return to Louisville late Saturday.
